Scenario: Imagine that you are a clinical researcher in the School of Medicine. You need an expert in medical decision support systems for one of your research projects. Specifically, you are looking for someone who can help you with a study of using a program that will aid in computer assisted diagnosis. You decide to start your search with the term “medical decision support systems.” How would you, given the prototype in front of you, start your search and try to find the researchers at Pitt who have published in this area?

Scenario: You find yourself unsatisfied with the search results so you decide to broaden your search while honing in on Graves disease. What steps would you take to do this?
3.
Scenario: You decide to obtain some detailed information about one of the researchers most relevant to your search. How would you do that?

4. Scenario: You have not updated your FRIP profile in a while. You recently got a paper accepted in a prestigious journal, and you need to submit that through FRIP in order to comply with the Publication Notification Policy. How would you go about this?

Solutions for FRIP+ Usability Test Tasks for Version 2.1

This symbol: “” represents a step not relevant to task completion (more of a feature/novelty)

Scenario 1: 

· Enter “medical decision support systems” into the Search textbox 

· Click the Search button OR press the Enter key

· Mouse over MeSH terms in the tree (main term, super, and sub-term) for definitions of each term 

· Click “therapy, computer-assisted” in the tree to cause the MeSH tree to branch out

· Check “therapy, computer-assisted” and “diagnosis, computer-assisted” terms in the Search terms box

· Click the Display Faculty button at the bottom of the screen 

Scenario 2:

· Click the “Research topics overview” link in the bread crumb trail at the top of the screen 

· Click the Add term button located below the Search term textbox

· Enter “graves disease” into the new Search term box which appears

· Click Search OR press the Enter key

· Click the Display Faculty button at the bottom of the screen

Scenario 3:

· Mouse over the names Michael Ashbey, Mary Johnson, and John Smith to see a list of MeSH keyswords associated with that researcher

· Mouse over the Search Topic dots for Michael Ashbey and John Smith to see a roll out of the full MeSH term.  HOLD the mouse over the dot to see a list of the researcher’s most recent publications associated with that MeSH term.

· Click the name of John Smith to view his bio

· Mouse over the keywords in the “Expert keywords” list to highlight publications associated with that keyword. OR Mouse over the dots in the black area to also highlight publications associated with a particular keyword

Scenario 4:

· Click Login in the upper right-hand of the screen 

· Enter any Username and password into the corresponding text fields 

· Check “Submit accepted paper” 

· Click Login

· Navigate the various drop-down menus, enter a generic term in the Search text field and click the Search button to associate a new MeSH term with this publication

· Click Submit
